Approval of Minutes from October 28 Curriculum Committee Meeting

III. Co-Chairs Report

Sechrist introduced the new student member, Ms. Helen Hoffsommer, and announced that other two student members would no longer be on the UWUCC. These two students are Wetzel and McCarthy.

Sechrist reported that the chairperson of the HPE Department had a question related to the catalog description for one of the department’s programs.  The question related to the HPED generalist program, which students need to receive permission to enter.  It is already so coded in Banner, but it not mentioned in the catalog.  Sechrist will ask the chair to submit a proposal to add the requested footnote and catalog description changes.

Sechrist reported that there was a question regarding the official start date for the revised BA and BFA in Art Studio.  Since the programs were to have been approved last spring and since the BOG policy calls for revisions to be effective for students entering in the Fall, 2003, the UWUCC believes the effective date for the revisions should be Fall, 2003. 

Sechrist reviewed some of the docket items to clarify a few unresolved issues.

For each of the proposals, the department should clarify the relationship between the use of percentages in the “evaluation” section and the points used in the “grading” section.

The department need to report when the ECED 312 and ECED 315 will be deleted.

In each case, the department needs to confirm that it really intends that these courses have a required attendance policy for all future instructors as opposed to the current policy that allows each instructor to establish his/her own attendance policy.

The department needs to clarify whether ECED 480 is to be writing intensive.

With the above understanding, the entire set of courses and deletions was approved on a Soule/Hoffsommer motion.

VIII.  New Business

Sechrist and Staszkiewicz discussed the fact that IUP is the only institution that has discrete course approvals sent to the Council of Trustees for final action.  Other universities stop at the level of the President.  Staszkiewicz will take this up at a meeting, scheduled for Wednesday, November 12, that will include all Senate chairs and the President and the Provost.
