VI. 03-23a  BS in Education – Early Childhood Education/Elementary Education Blended

03-23i  ECED 310

Guest, Mary Anne Hannibal provided background information to explain the rationale behind the blended program leading to dual certification in pre-K – 3 (Early Childhood) and K – 6 (Elementary).  A few editorial changes were noted in 03-23i and the UWUCC questioned whether ECED 310 should be considered more than just a catalog description change.  After extended discussion, it was decided that Dr. Hannibal would provide the UWUCC with a syllabus of record and that we would treat this as a catalog description. Dr. Hannibal clarified that in 03-23a the multicultural course was being removed from the program and was not being deleted as a course in the department.  This needs to be noted in the proposal.

The collective set of proposals was approved on a Staszkiewicz/Martin motion.
VII. 03-6  BTED/COSC/IFMG 101  A few editorial changes were noted in the course objectives.  In addition, the cover sheet will need to be modified to indicate that this is also a “course or catalog description change and that it involves changes in the other crosslisted versions (BTED 101, IFMG 101).” The course was approved on a Martin/Peterson motion.

These program revisions were considered collectively.  For the BA and the BS in Biology program revisions, PHYS 111 should be moved from “other requirements” to “liberal studies electives” if that is still the wish of the department.  A few other problems were noted and will be brought to the department by the screening committee.  The four programs received conditional approval on an Orife/Matsubara motion with Peterson abstaining.
