II. Approval of Minutes:

III.       Co-Chairs Report
Sechrist reported on the UWUCC actions that are on the agenda for next week’s Senate meeting.  

Sechrist reviewed the UWUCC docket and made some adjustments based on new proposals that had to be assigned to screening committees.  One of the new proposals is the Sociology/Special Education as described during an earlier meeting.

04-04  B.S. in Business/Pre-Law Track, program revision
Sechrist and Staszkiewicz corresponded with the Office of the Registrar and the Department regarding this program.  Although the UWUCC approved this proposal at the last meeting, there are some problems with the submission that were unknown to the committee at that time.  The proposal calls for a new major Business Pre-law. Two problems are associated with this request.  First, all other pre-law programs are tracks within majors.  Secondly, there is no Business major, so Business Pre-law is not simply a name change.  Since there is no major called “Business,” this proposal cannot go forward as submitted.  The department has the following options:

1. Submit the pre-law program as a minor

2. Submit a program proposal for a new major in Business PreLaw
3. Submit a track in pre-law for one or more of the existing majors in the Eberly College of Business and Information Technology.

The Department will be notified of this concern and be told of what options exist.  A motion was
approved to rescind the program approval.

VII.     Syllabus of Record discussion
Discussion continued regarding what constitutes an official syllabus of record and whether “official” and “Syllabus of record” are redundant.
VIII. 04-40  FIN 310 Fundamentals of Finance, Distance Education

This course has already been approved for distance education and was submitted because of changes.  The UWUCC was not sure what changes were made to necessitate resubmission for distance education.  If the course has changed, then it should be brought forward as course revision.  If the only change has to do with some adjustments to how it is delivered via distance education, then no further approvals are needed.  Regardless of what the intent, there was also a concern that the catalog descriptions presented in the 2005 DE version and the 2002 version and the regular syllabus does not match the catalog.  
IX.      0-43 FIN 324 Principles of Investments, Distance Education

The committee was unclear why there is no syllabus of record available if this is a required course in the Finance major sequence.  Secondly, if the course objectives from a syllabus of record are not identified, there is no way for the UWUCC to verify that the course can be taught via distance Education.  The proposal was tabled pending further information from the Department.
X.      Review of new narrative and form for distance education approval 

The UWUCC reviewed the two-page narrative and form to be used for approval of distance education courses. Based on the discussion, Staszkiewicz will incorporate changes to both the narrative and the form and will share them with Sechrist and Numan.  Each will, in turn, make further revisions  and the revised documents will be shared by Sechrist with Dr. Nick Kolb and Dr. John Henry Steelman.
