Review of “Procedure to Prepare An Existing Course for Distance Education Format”  
The UWUCC carefully reviewed the draft of the recommendations made at its last meeting regarding the “Procedure to Prepare an Existing Course for Distance Education Format” and the “Undergraduate Distance Education Review Form.” Further revisions were recommended at this meeting.  Staszkiewicz will get copies of the revisions to Sechrist and Numan for distribution to the UWUCC.
VII.     04-38a COSC 316 Host Computer Security, course title and catalog description change


(was Cybersecurity Basics)
04-38b  COSC 415  Internet Architecture and Programming, catalog description change


04-38c  COSC 427 Introduction to Cryptology, course title change (was Cryptography)
These are actually pre-requisite changes and not course description changes. Since some of these courses are part of other majors’ or minors’ requirements, it is important that the Registrar’s Office carefully make approved changes.  Proposals 04-38a and 04-38c were passed on a Scandrett/Hannibal motion.  Proposal 04-38b was conditionally approved, pending adding three (3) hours into the syllabus (it appeared to the UWUCC that the three one-hour exams were excluded), on the same Scandrett/Hannibal motion.

04-41  
LRNC 110 Introduction to Critical Reading and Thinking, new course

The course was given conditional approval, pending confirmation that the English Department Chair has had the opportunity to review the proposal, on a Peterson/Martin motion.  Carranza abstained.
IX. 04-44  SCI 105  Physical Science I, distance education

Since this course will require that student purchase additional supplies for the lab, the UWUCC believes that expectation should be placed in a prominent position on the syllabus.  Approval for distance education was given on a Barnacle/Carranza motion.  Numan abstained.
X.
O4-45  PSYC  371  Human Motivation, distance education 
There is an inconsistency in the language under “academic integrity.”  In that section of the proposal it indicates that open books are not permitted; in earlier sections of the proposal, it indicates that open books are permitted.  Additionally, the pre-requisites are not listed.  Provisional approval was granted on a Hannibal/Soule motion pending these corrections.
