On a Scandrett/Kabala  motion, the January 17, 2006 minutes were approved with two corrections:  Change “Co-Chairs Report” to “Co-Chairs’ Report” and, within that same section of the minutes, change “APSCUF  Meet and Discuss” to “APSCUF Representative Council.”
III.
Co-Chairs Report

Sechrist updated the UWUCC that she received the minor changes needed for the Art Department Proposals (05-33 a,b,c) and will be on the agenda for next week’s Senate meeting.  In addition, the Liberal Studies Revision Committee’s rewrite of the Outcomes will also be on next week’s Senate agenda for information.
Sechrist reported that she spoke with representatives of the Math Department regarding the MATH 100 DE approval.  Apparently, no MATH 100 syllabus of record could be located and she advised them on how to proceed.  
Sechrist reported that the Marketing Department stated that the proposal for Marketing 420 is only a prerequisite change and the department will resubmit the proposal accordingly.

Approval for students enrolled in SCI 281 Special Topics: Introduction to Forensic Science to count as a non-lab science for spring 06 and summer 06 only.
VI. 05-34 CNSV 101 Personal and Family Management, distance education (S. McCombie)

Dr. McCombie pointed out a few editorial corrections to her proposal.  A lengthy discussion ensued over the issue of security in testing students enrolled in distance education courses and whether proctors should be required.  Since that is not the current expectation, it was not expected in this proposal.  The proposal passed, with one negative vote, on a Staszkiewicz/Martin motion.  McCombie abstained.

VII. 05-22a  Mathematics Honors Track, new track
There was a lot of discussion over whether the Honors College Committee reviewed the proposal.  Concerns were raised by Dr. Goebel, as well as by members of the UWUCC, that the proposal does not include 12 hours of “H” designated courses.  The screening committee and co-chair will follow up with the department to determine the rationale for not having 12 credits and to determine the rationale for not including the “H” designation on courses.  The committee at least wants to know why the Honor’s College suggestions were not followed and why an H section of synthesis was not included.  Sechrist will also check with the Honors College to verify whether the Honors committee looked at this proposal and whether they endorsed it or not.

VIII. 05 - 22b  BS in Applied Mathematics, catalog description change, program revision
A few minor edits were identified in the “rationale” section.  The proposal was approved on a Peterson/Martin motion.

IX. 05 - 27a  GEOG 421 Enterprise GIS Management: Theory and Practice, new course
            05 – 27b  RGPL 421 Regional GIS Management: Theory and Practice, new course

These are cross-listed courses but have two different names.  Sechrist will verify that this is acceptable and appropriate.  The Department will also be asked to get letters of support from MIS and Decision Science Department and the Computer Science Department. No action was taken on approval pending the outcome of these issues.
