Co-Chair’s Report
The LESC requested that the UWUCC consider placing notations in the Syllabus of Record that students are to use their IUP email accounts as the official email correspondence method. Students will not be able to forward their IUP email to another email account beginning in the fall of 2006. The consensus of the UWUCC was to support the policy but not to require the placement of a statement in the Syllabus of Record since it is more appropriate for the instructor syllabus.
SPAN 222 Intermediate Spanish Conversation and Grammar – Business, course revision and SPAN 223 Intermediate Spanish Conversation and Grammar for Pre-Law, Criminology, and Social Services, course revision will be sent electronically to the UWUCC members for an approval vote.
            A meeting was held last month about the pre-law tracks and whether they should be 

            changed into pre-law minors.  It was the consensus at the meeting to leave the current

            tracks in place, but to establish an interdisciplinary pre-law minor with all of the current

            courses.  It would be put in the catalog in several colleges and it would open up the

            opportunity for Business majors and other majors to take the pre-law courses.
