VI. 05-17  COMM 271 Beginning Photography, catalog description change

The proposed change was approved on a Martin/Craig motion.
VII.
05-4f  MGMT 451 International Management course revision/dual list with graduate version.
The issues raised at the last UWUCC meeting included:
a. Course objectives do not appear to be at a 400-level 

b. Course objectives, as written, do not appear measurable

c. Does the department intend for the attendance policy to include mandatory attendance or is the current statement illustrative?

d. Catalog description does not appear to be at a 400-level

e. Bibliography is not in a consistent style

It appears that these concerns were addressed and only minor editorial problems were identified.  The revision was approved on a Peterson/Wheeler motion.
VIII. 05-4h  MGMT 452 Comparative Management (course revision/dual list with grad)
The concerns identified for MGMT 451 (see item VII, above) are also problematic for MGMT 452.  The prerequisite is incorrectly listed, it should be 350.  The proposal will be returned again to the department for revision.
IX.
05-4i  MGMT 454 International Competitiveness (course revision/dual list with grad)
The prerequisite is incorrectly listed, it should be 350.  It was noted that some of the items from the course outline could be incorporated into the course description.  The undergraduate evaluation methodology adds up to 110%.  The bibliography is not in an appropriate consistent style (e.g., journals titles are not underlined).  The Annerstedt article should be From not Form.  Under the heading of attendance, it appears that the last paragraph might more appropriately be listed under the heading of evaluation.  At least one of the understand objectives should be changed to a higher level objective and there are no additional graduate objectives.  The proposal will be returned to the department for revision.

X. The procedures used by the UWUCC were reviewed.  Dr. Sechrist distributed a one-page document titled, “Check List for Curriculum Proposals.”  The committee reviewed the procedures and discussed strategies for getting the information to departmental and college curriculum committees so they are better prepared in submitting proposals.  

XI. Syllabus of Record.  A discussion concerning what constitutes an official “Syllabus of Record” took place.  The committee once again discussed the possibility of an amnesty period in which each department could submit official syllabi without extensive review in order to compile a complete set of official syllabi of record for all approved courses.  The issue will continue to be discussed at future meetings.
