· Pending UWUCC action, approved MATH 125 Calculus I / Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics for both the Mathematics Skills and Liberal Studies Elective categories; MATH 126 Calculus II / Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics for the Liberal Studies Elective category; MATH 225 Calculus III / Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics for the Liberal Studies Elective category.  The report was received by the committee.

C. 06-24 COMM 303 Scriptwriting, distance education (J. Start).  More information is needed regarding how the original course objectives will be met using distance education technology as well as several other points that will be communicated to the department.  On a Craig/Sadler motion the proposal was returned to the department with questions.
D. 06-25 EDSP 102 Educational Psychology, syllabus of record amnesty.  On a  Hannibal/Craig motion the proposal was returned to the department with questions: confirm that TECC approved the proposals, suggestion to add the INTASC standards, rewording on the objectives to include the stem at the top and reword outcome 11, and add a statement so students know that the course is restricted to education majors.
E. 06-26 EDSP 477 Assessment of Student Learning: Design and Interpretation of Education Measures, syllabus of record amnesty.  The Prerequisite needs to be included in the catalog description and the beginning of the catalog description needs to be edited to match the catalog.  There is the same question about the INTASC standards.  On a Hannibal/Craig motion the proposal was returned to the department with questions

F. 06-28 EDEX 300 Education of Students with Disabilities in Inclusive Elementary Classrooms, distance education (N. Yost).  On a Sadler/Stoudt motion, the proposal was returned to the department mainly because the inclass syllabus included in the proposal was not the current syllabus because the course title, number of credits, and content are different.  A few other minor edits were noted.

G. 06-29a MLSC 402 Seminar in Military Analysis and Management, course number and lab hour change (was MLSC 408).  

H. 06-29b MLSC 401 Management of the Military Complex to Include Fundamentals of Military and International Law, course number and lab hour change (was MLSC 407).  

I. 06-29c MLSC 302 Study of Advance Leader Planning and Execution of Modern Combat Operations, course number and lab hour change (was MLSC 306).

J. 06-29d MLSC 301 Fundamentals of Leadership and Modern Learning/Teaching Relationship, course number and lab hour change (was MLSC 305).

K. 06-29e MLSC 201 Fundamentals of Tactical Operations, Techniques of Leadership, and Weapons Characteristics, course number and lab hour change (was MLSC 203). On a Hannibal/Sadler motion these MLSC proposals were returned to the department because the changes in lab hours require a course revision proposal for each course and very little information was provided about why the lab hours are being increased and what the impact of that increase will be.
