C. 06-47a  BS in Education—Mathematics Education, program revision.  On a Hannibal/Peterson motion, the proposal was approved.  Stoudt abstained and 
agreed to add the course titles and the footnote to the side by side table.

D. 06-47b  MATH 219 Discrete Mathematics, 241 Differential Equations, 271 Introduction to Mathematics Proofs I, 272 Introduction to Mathematics Proofs II, 342 Advanced Mathematics for Applications, 350 History of Mathematics, 363 Mathematical Statistics I, 421 Advanced Calculus I, 423 Complex Variables, 445 Deterministic Models in Operations Research, 446 Probabilistic Models in Operations Research, 447 Modeling and Simulation, 451 Numerical Methods for Supercomputers,  prerequisite changes.  On a Sadler/Craig motion, the proposal was approved. Stoudt abstained.
E. 06-49  BS Physical Education and Sport—Athletic Training Track, program revision.
On a Stoudt/Kabala motion the proposal was approved. Kostelnick abstained.
F. 06-51a  SAFE 111 Principles of Safety I – General Industry, course title change, revision, catalog description change (was Principles of Industrial Safety I).  On a  Sadler/Craig  motion the proposal was approved.
G. 06-51b  SAFE 211 Principles of Safety II – Construction Industry, course title change, revision, catalog description change (was Principles of Industrial Safety II).  On a  Sadler/Craig motion the proposal was approved.
H. 06-50  HRIM 343 Special Events Sponsorship, new course.  On a Sadler/Peterson motion, the proposal was returned. The screening committee had requested that the proposer expand the catalog description to include more information about the course, but the proposer asked for the full committee to review the course first.  It was agreed that the one sentence catalog description should be expanded.  On the course outline item H2.  The word “Contra” should it be “contract”?  In the evaluation section the special topic paper item a rewording is suggested to avoid misinterpretation.  Item c6 says that there will be 30 students in the class, but in the fall 2005 the class had 46 students why the mismatch?
There appears to be a disconnect about the course description and the course content about whether the class is about sponsoring an event or acquiring sponsorships.  It was

also suggested that a letter of support/acknowledgement be obtained from the Marketing

Department.   
I. Placement Test Policy.  On a Peterson/Sadler motion, the policy was approved as follows:
“Entering students are required to complete placement tests prior to course registration.  Based on their placement results, students may be required by departments to take one or more additional courses in preparation for their courses.  These courses may be in addition to course prerequisites and the minimum requirements for the student’s program of study.  Students who believe their test scores do not accurately reflect their abilities should appeal their placement by contacting the Advising and Testing Center.”
