I. Call to Order 3:30

II. On a Scandrett/Hannibal motion, the minutes from the March 4, 2008 Curriculum Committee Meeting were approved with the following corrections:  Wilkie was excused. Item IV, paragraph beginning “Klein and Nowell…” line 5, change to “items C – L”. Add approval language to item.
III. Co-Chairs Report
a. The Committee discussed an email message from the registrar’s office about a special topics course from the Journalism department, Magazine Principles, and whether it exceeds the three topic offering limit.  Upon a Hannibal motion, the Committee voted to inform the Journalism Department that the course exceeds the offering limit and that it will not be allowed to be offered as a special topics course for Fall 2008 unless a formal course proposal is presented to the Committee by the end of this semester.
b. Sadler informed the Committee that GeoScience proposals would not arrive in time for consideration by the Committee this semester because they have not received TECC approval yet.

C. 07-20  MKTG 422 Seminar in Marketing, distance education course. On a Scandrett/McCombie motion, proposal was approved.
D. 07-45a MUSC 110 Elements of Music Theory , course revision. On a Sadler/Hannibal motion, proposal was approved. Scandrett explained that the course hasn’t been taught in several years, so changes were proposed to move course to a format more suitable for delivery via distance education. Sadler suggested removing “remedial” from page 5 and substitute “rudimentary”. Scandrett abstained.

E. 07-45b  MUSC 110 Elements of Music Theory, distance education course. On a Sadler/Hannibal motion, proposal was approved. Scandrett abstained.

F. 07-48b  FDNT 470/499 Human Food Consumption Patterns/Food and Culture, distance education course. Proposal was removed from the agenda as it was previously approved.

G. 07-49  MATH 121 Calculus I for the Natural and Social Sciences, distance education course. On a Sadler/Hannibal motion, proposal was approved.
H. 07-51  COMM 302 Research in Communications Media, distance education course. On a
                   McCombie/Gu motion, proposal was approved.
I. 07-50 PSYC 356 Biopsychology, distance education course. Proposal was returned with the following suggestions: include a signed coversheet for the syllabus of record (amnesty); provide more detail for #2 addressing more fully each course outcome on syllabus of record; Committee would like to see activities associated with PowerPoint sample module. 
J. 07-37b  MGMT 495 Business Policy. On a Hannibal/McCombie motion, proposal was approved. Sechrist explained that the department is removing “or permission” language from the prerequisite to avoid student confusion on issue of the business core completion requirements. The rationale will be added to the final copy.
K. 07-46  ACCT 304 Intermediate Accounting I, catalog description change. On a McCombie/Sadler motion, proposal was provisionally approved pending clarification of the rationale.
L. 07-41a SOC 391 Foundations of Sociological Practice (was SOC 301), course number and
catalog description change. On a Hannibal/Sadler motion, Committee reviewed the proposal and it to be forwarded to Senate for information pending the proposer finding acceptable the following changes: To shift the language about the recommended prerequisite from the prerequisite line to the last line of the catalog description and shortening it to “Recommended pre/corequisite SOC 320.” 

M. 07-41-b SOC 392 Clinical Sociological Practice (was SOC 302), course number and
catalog description change. On a Hannibal/Sadler motion, reviewed the proposal and it to be forwarded to Senate for information pending the proposer finding acceptable the following changes: To shift the language about the recommended prerequisite from the prerequisite line to the last line of the catalog description and changing it to “It is strongly recommended that students have at least 6 Sociology credits in their specialized area prior to taking SOC 392 other than SOC 151 320, 460, and 461.”
N. 07-52 Business Education, program revision. On a Carranza/Scandrett motion, proposal was provisionally approved pending the following changes: Add “Certification” after BCIT and Marketing Education; move “or advisor approved elective” to footnote #4 and check to make sure that text matches the catalog. Wilkie abstained. 

O. 07-53 BA- History, BA- History/Pre-Law, BSED- Social Studies Education/ History, program revision. Proposal was tabled until reviewed by TECC and side by side tables are included.
