I. Call to Order 3:35 pm

II. On a Pearlman/Carranza motion Minutes from February 19, 2008 Curriculum Committee Meeting were approved with following corrections – Carranza excused not present; in IV D, E, F and G replace ‘tabled’ by ‘returned to proposer’ for the SOC proposals, and reduce the wording on the Liberal Studies report. 
III. Co-Chairs Report
a. Heard from the proposer of the BS – Management General Track and was informed that they do want to delete ACCT 300 –a second signed version of the proposal incorporated the change. Proposal for catalog description change is on today’s agenda.

b. Chandler responded that the Asian Studies Committee had already approved the addition of ARHI 424. This was a concern during our approval of ARHI 424 was it ready to be added to Asian Studies Major and minor list.  He also made all the requested changes.
c. Rode added titles and reworded the description of two midterms to her ARHI proposals and agreed that the 400 level course should have more weight for the paper than the 300 level course; she explained the bibliography choices.

d. John Kilmarx emailed that at the Jan 23 Meet and Discuss meeting there was a discussion about possible variation between electronic and printed versions of the catalog. As a result of that discussion there was concern that prerequisites coded in Banner may not match the catalog. Later the Registrar confirmed that that was true.  Steps are being taken to rectify the situation in Banner, which will necessitate departments to submit revisions if they want different prerequisites.  The registrar will provide a list of all courses that were in conflict to the UWUCC.
e. The Distance Education Program Delivery document was discussed at the APSCUF Exec Meeting – a two or three step approval process was favored; plus Wheeler expressed concerns about academic integrity for exams.
