I. Call to Order
Present:  Carranza, Craig, Hannibal, Intemann, Lewis, McCombie, Mensch, Numan, Peterson, Potts, Sechrist, Turner
Excused: Sadler, Scandrett
II. The minutes from the November 11, 2008 Curriculum Committee Meeting were approved with one minor typographical change and adding the closure on a Potts /Lewis motion.
III. Co-Chairs Report
· Sechrist reported the Senate agenda is due Friday.  The course deletions 8-42a, 8-42b, and 8-42c (Safety Sciences) are being held because one of the courses is a prerequisite for 6 other SAFE courses.
· The distance education policy will be on the Senate agenda.  A question was raised in APSCUF as to how we know the person taking the distance ed course is really that person.  Sechrist emphasized that is not our purview.  Mensch explained they have discussed that issue on the university distance education committee.  He also brought ideas from the committee about a committee of graduate and undergraduate committee members and/or appointed representatives that might approve DE proposals.  That committee also wondered why an existing course needed approval to be offered as a DE course.  Sechrist reminded us how the contract and Senate define our role and tasks.
· Sechrist reported that Mensch and Turner are interested in being on a distance education subcommittee for UWUCC.  She is seeking another volunteer and will ask Jack Scandrett.

B. Liberal Studies Committee Report:
· The committee affirmed the LSC approval of LBST 499 Sport:  A Microcosm of Society, Mr. Ronald Trenney, Dr. David Lorenzi – Health and Physical Education Department
C. 08-34 Certificate in Cell and Molecular Biology, new certificate

Approval of this proposal was tabled pending determining whether this needs to go to PASSHE for approval first, if it does not need approval first then the committee was in favor of approving the proposal.  Motion was made by Lewis and seconded by Numan.  Peterson abstained.
D. 08-39g ENGL 308 Literary, Textual, and Cultural Studies Theory (was ENGL 401 Advanced Literary Theory and Criticism), course number and title change, catalog description change, and course revision.
Returned.  Needs to list culminating activity/final exam, needs to list prerequisite changes in the summary of revisions and provide a rationale for prerequisite changes.  Will everyone who teaches the course do a “theoretical praxis project”?  If not, can objective 6 be more general?  It was also felt that the catalog description should address the possibility that the class may meet additional hours beyond the scheduled meeting time.    
E. 08-39j ENGL 340 The Novel (was ENGL 214), course number change, catalog description change, and course revision
Provisional approval on a Carranza/Peterson motion.  Craig abstained.  Fix cut and paste error under 3 where it says poetry instead of the Novel. Same for number 4 where the incorrect course number and title are listed and in the line about Letters of Support. In objective 6, finish with “and teaching.”  The “etc.” leaves too much open; using “such as” might be another way to address the list.  Replace 1 with I.
F. 08-39k ENGL 341 Poetry (was ENGL 215), course number change, catalog description change, and course revision
Returned.  Mismatch between second line of the catalog description and objectives.

G. 08-39m ENGL 343 Drama (was ENGL 217), course number change, catalog description change, and course revision.
Approval on a Potts/Hannibal motion.  Craig abstained.  Change Angles to Angels.
H. 08-44b ENGL 203 Introduction to Language Studies, new course
Provisionally approved on a Lewis/McCombie motion.  Craig abstained.  Lab hours goes in the middle of the credit information, and lecture hours should be credits, the catalog description needs edited to “Introduces students…Considers cultural..” to match catalog style. Course outcomes should be II and not III.  No Week 5 in the course outline and there are two 9s unless the week is split between topics.  Needs to include final exam/culminating activity in course outline.  Needs have a more generic policy for attendance and take out late paper policy since this is an instructor specific type of policy which should not be in a syllabus of record.
I. 08-44d ENGL 328 Introduction to Linguistics, new course
Returned.  Catalog description format change, course outcomes need to be 300-level objectives and need to be rewritten to be more measurable starting with verbs.  Needs culminating activity/final exam in outline.
J. 08-41 ANTH 415/515 Cultural Resource Management (was ANTH 415), course revision, course number change to make dual level.
Provisionally approved on a Hannibal/Peterson motion.  Course numbers should be 415 and 515 on first page of syllabus.  Old syllabus would be useful.  Needs to go to the graduate committee next.
K. 08-43 Art History Minor, program Revision
Approved on a Craig/Lewis motion.  Turner abstained.
L. 08-44c ENGL 313 Rhetorical Trends and Traditions (was The Rhetorical Tradition), course title change, catalog description change
Approved on a Peterson/McCombie motion.  Craig abstained.
M. 08-44e ENGL 385 Advanced Studies in Women’s Literature (was Advanced Women’s Literature), course title change, catalog description change
Tabled until January meeting.  We need to see course objectives to see if it appears that the new description is changing the course content or not.
