All of the departments in the Eberly College of Business will need to send a proposal; they were told that they have until the end of the Spring semester.

D. 08-44d ENGL 328 Introduction to Linguistics, new course
· Tabled awaiting changes requested at the last meeting.
E. 08-44e ENGL 385 Advanced Studies in Women’s Literature (was Advanced Women’s Literature), course title change, catalog description change
· Tabled awaiting course objectives requested at the last meeting.
F. 08-46 MKTG 437 Services Marketing, distance education
· Approved provisionally on a McCombie/Potts motion.  The DE course outline needs to have 42 hours plus the two hour final, the use of online only for the quizzes and not for the exams may be confusing to students, the catalog description in the syllabus of record does not match the catalog,  and Are they still doing the survey, if so does that create IRB concerns?.
G. 08-47 MATH 460 Technology in Mathematics Instruction, catalog description change

Prerequisite should change junior standing to “status” to follow catalog language, and the current catalog description begins with “Laboratory.”  There was some concern that the last sentence of the catalog description was redundant, the co-chair will see about the proposer’s wishes.
