“Students may not apply more than two of their major courses toward fulfillment of minor
requirements. Prerequisites, Liberal Studies courses, college core classes, and cognate
classes in other departments do not count toward this total.”

Liberal Studies recommended to change the wording from “We want to limit the third social
science...” to language that takes out the word “limit” and instead include language that states
they want to encourage students to consider taking courses that meet the GMA requirement
while fulfilling their social science requirements.
Under Section B University Senate Summary of Rationale
Include an additional sentence that states this addition is to provide assistance to advisors
when recommending Social Science courses to students.
