SPAN 385 Survey of Spanish Literature 3c-0I-
3cr

Prerequisites: SPAN 230 or equivalent or permission
Introduces a general study of Spanish literature from its origin to the present time; students learn to
appreciate and analyze the different literary genres. An emphasis on twentieth-century literature.

The proposed change is to remove SPAN 260 as a prerequisite and to make an equivalent to SPAN
230 a possible prerequisite. The old catalog description was:

SPAN 385 Survey of Spanish Literature 3c-01-
3cr

Prerequisites: SPAN 230 and 260 or permission
Introduces a general study of Spanish literature from its origin to the present time; students learn to
appreciate and analyze the different literary genres. An emphasis on twentieth-century literature.

Justification/rationale for the change:

The Department of Spanish determined that students who had taken SPAN 230 or earned credit for its
equivalent were sufficiently prepared to take the courses in the Pennsylvania-Valladolid Program. The
department determined furthermore that there are substantial similarities in content and level between

SPAN 260 and SPAN 385, such that the department has decided to allow SPAN 285 to substitute for
SPAN 385.
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
