SP 221 Intermediate Spanish Conversation 3¢-01-3sh
Prerequisite: '"C" grade or better in SP 201 or quivalent
Intensive work on oral communication skills with emphasis on vocabulary
building, pronunciation, and discourse strategies. Required for all
majors and minors.

II. COURSE OBJECTIVES

1. Students will demonstrate a command of oral language skills
expressed with acceptable pronunciation and intonation.

2. Students will display the ability to speak, uninterrupted
and with some detail, on a preassigned topic and to respond
to unrehearsed questions relevant to the topic.

3. Students will comprehend oral speech delivered by the
instructor, by native speakers and by electronic means within
a controlled framework of syntax and vocabulary.

4. Students will acquire a working vocabulary related to a
variety of topics.

5. Students will learn gestures, body language, as well as
linguistics forms of communication appropriate to a given
situation.

6. Students will acquire an appreciation of the Spanish-speaking
people.
