IUP Field Hockey Earns National Academic Team

Award, Boasts Highest GPA in Division II
The IUP field hockey program has earned the National Field Hockey Coaches
Association (NFHCA) Division II National Academic Team Award and boasts the
highest grade point average in the nation, announced by the NFHCA Monday.

The Crimson Hawks posted a team GPA of 3.87 during the fall semester of the 2020-
21 academic year. That mark leads all Division II schools and is tied for the best GPA
among all field hockey programs across NCAA Divisions I, II, and III.

This is the first time IUP field hockey has topped the list and the seventh straight
year the Crimson Hawks have earned the NFHCA's Academic Team Award. 

The NFHCA National Academic Team Award recognizes programs that earned a team
grade-point average of 3.0 or higher during the fall semester of the 2020-2021 school
year.

Junior women's swimmer Paige Mikesell and sophomore men's golfer Shaun Fedor
were announced as the IUP Student-Athletes of the Month for March. 

This is the inaugural month for the award, which highlights two student-athletes
each month during the academic year who have demonstrated success in the

classroom and on their respective field of play.

A health & physical education major from Clearfield, Pennsylvania, Mikesell boasts a
perfect 4.0 grade point average through the fall 2020 semester. She was a CoSIDA

Academic All-America® selection as a sophomore last year.

She put together an outstanding month in the pool, highlighted by an individual
national title in the 200 yard freestyle at the 2021 NCAA Division II Championships in

Alabama. Mikesell also posted two second place finishes and wrapped up the
championships with seven total All-American honors and five school records. 

Fedor is a marketing major from Lancaster, Pennsylvania and owns a 3.93 cumulative
grade point average through last semester. 

He has been the Crimson Hawks' top golfer as they returned to the course this
month, leading the team with a 75.33 average through six rounds. He opened the year

with a fifth place finish at the Cherokee Valley Invitational in North Carolina and
battled against tough competition to finish in a tie for 11th with a 3-over 219 at the

three-round Trojan tournament hosted by Mount Olive (N.C.) this week.
